Playtime Policy

Aims
At Church Lane Primary School, we recognise that playtime is a vital part in every child’s day at school. To a child ‘play' is an important part of their ‘work'. 

Playtime allows children to: 
· Have a break from structured routines. 

· Develop new skills, find new challenges and take new risks. 

· Explore and discover things about the world in which they live. 

· Take exercise and improve their fitness and health. 

· Talk to other members of staff. 

· Be themselves. 
· To have place and time where they can choose to be alone, be private or be with friends. It can be a time to recognise their own individuality and be responsible for their own actions. 

· Make new friends. 
· Learn to play together and mix with other year groups. 

We aim for children to ‘enjoy playtimes’ and to be active. We encourage children to say if they are unhappy at playtimes. 

Playtime Provision 

Morning Break 11am – 11.15am
Lunch Time 12.05 – 1.00pm (KS1)


        12.15 – 1.00pm (KS2)

All areas for play are completely secure and staff will always check that the gates are locked before allowing children into the play area. 
The front playground has an area of tarmac, some of which is undercover, an astro-turfed area and a trim-trail, as well as a large field. There are benches where children can sit and smaller astro-turfed areas where children can sit. 
The back playground is mainly tarmac with a small astro-turfed area, some of this is undercover. There is also a MUGA, tarmacked space, small grassed area and a small trim-trail. 
Games, number tracks, hopscotch and other lines are marked on the playground surface. 
Children from Reception to Year 6 use their playground at break time and lunchtime. Children in Nursery have use of their own playground throughout the school day. 
Supervision of children and activities
During break time children are supervised by classroom teachers and teaching assistants. Two members of staff are on duty on the front playground, three on the back playground, including the MUGA. There will always be at least one member of the teaching staff on duty. A timetable of duties is produced each year, and changed as and when necessary, this is on display in the staffroom as well as being emailed to all staff. Any member of staff not able to do their duty must arrange for cover. 

During lunch times, children are supervised by the midday supervisors. A variety of activities (including sporting activities) will be set up over the front and back playgrounds as well as on the field, and MUGA.
After play time is over, staff will blow a long blast on the whistle. This is an indication for children to stop, stand still and await further instructions. Children will be asked a class at a time to line up quietly, staff will ensure children walk for safety reasons. Classes will be sent into school when the class teacher is present and the class are quiet. Teachers will meet their class to return through the door directly into their Classroom, where possible. 
First Aid Procedures
During break time any children requiring first aid will be sent into school (if it is practical for them to be moved) with an older child or member of staff to deal with the incident or find a first aider. For more serious injuries a first aider will be called either by a member of staff or an older trusted child, a member of staff will stay with the child. Any minor injuries such as cuts and grazes can be dealt with by the class teacher. 

During lunch time any children requiring first aid will see the midday supervisors on the playground. For more serious injuries a first aider will be called either by a member of staff or an older trusted child, a member of staff will stay with the child.  Any minor injuries such as cuts and grazes can be dealt with by the class midday supervisor.  
First aid treatment is recorded on accident forms and filed in the appropriate folder. Parents/carers and teachers are informed of any serious injuries. Letters are sent home to inform parents of any injuries or first aid that has been administered. 
 Playground rules 
Children are expected to follow the school’s ‘Golden rules’ at break time and lunch time:
1. We are gentle. We don’t hurt others.

2. We are kind and helpful. We don’t hurt anyone’s feelings.

3. We play together and look after each other.

4. We take care of equipment, share it and use it properly.

5. We tell an adult or Junior PCSO if we are sad and lonely.

6. We use the trim trail sensibly and ensure only 2 children are on the equipment at once.

7. We always listen to and treat other children and adults with RESPECT.

8. We line up quickly and quietly.

9. We have FUN.

These are displayed in pictures and texts around the school.

As well as the ‘Golden Rules’ every member of the school community should apply the following principles:

· If you don’t stop the inappropriate behaviour you are condoning it.

· You own your own behaviour

Children will be rewarded for positive behaviour and good manners, helpful behaviour and positive play. This may be through Dojo’s, stickers or verbal praise. 
Children are encouraged to seek solutions to minor squabbles through explaining their feelings and point of view and then listening to the other person. They are encouraged to seek help if it is needed. 
The adult on the scene will deal with incidents of misbehaviour, in a fair and proportionate way in accordance with the behaviour and anti- bullying policies. They will report to class teachers/SENDco/SLT significant problems or patterns of misbehaviour. 
Emergency Procedures

If the fire alarm sounds during break or lunch children are escorted to the fire assembly point by the members of staff on duty, they will then be met by class teachers and/or midday supervisor (at lunch) for the register to be called. 

If an incident or threat is seen in or around the playgrounds, staff will communicate with each other to either postpone play or bring children into school. 
Evaluation and Review 

The school aims to further improve the outdoor play spaces and provision. The children have been involved in deciding what activities they would like be able to during break and lunch time. 
The playground policy will be reviewed on an annual basis to allow for changes to be made. 
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
